Acting President of the
Republic of the Union of
Myanmar, Chairman of the
State Security and Peace
Commission of the Republic
of the Union of Myanmar,
Senior General Min Aung
Hlaing delivered a speech
at the second meeting of the
Myanmar-China economic
cooperation promotion at
Shangri-La Hotel in Chengdu,
Sichuan Province, the Peo-
ple’s Republic of China, at
1 pm Chinese standard time
today.

Also, present at the meet-
ing were members of the My-
anmar delegation, the Chinese
Ambassador to Myanmar, the
Myanmar Ambassador to Chi-
na, the president and mem-
bers of the Union of Myan-
mar Federation of Chambers
of Commerce and Industry
(UMFCCI), those wishing to
invest in Myanmar and inves-
tors, Chinese businesspersons
and economists from Yunnan
Province, Shchuan Province,
Chongqing Municipality and
Hunan Province and officials,
totalling more than 120.

Speaking at the meet-
ing, the Acting President and
SSPC Chairman of the Re-
public of the Union of My-
anmar said that as Myanmar
and China share a border of

more than 1,300 miles, it is
important for economic, so-
cial, border trade, infrastruc-
ture development, improved
transportation links, and peace
and stability in the border
areas. Diplomatic relations
between the two countries
were established in 1950, and
since then, their relations have
grown to the level of a com-
prehensive strategic partner-
ship and close, fraternal ties
as good neighbours. In par-
ticular, economic cooperation
between the two countries has
expanded, especially in trade
and investment, as well as in
various other sectors. In 2011,
the Myanmar-China Compre-
hensive Strategic Cooperative
Partnership was launched,
which opened up positive
prospects for economic and
trade cooperation, leading
to a significant increase in
bilateral trade and investment.

China is Myanmar’s
largest trading partner and
the second-largest investor
among 53 countries invest-
ing in Myanmar. The total
trade value between the two
countries amounted to over
US$8 billion in financial year
2023-2024, over US$7.7 bil-
lion in FY 2024-2025, and
over US$3 billion up to July
of FY 2025-2026, reflecting
the strong and stable trade

relations between the two
countries. Myanmar mainly
exports agricultural products
such as rice, various types of
beans and pulses, and sesame,
as well as raw materials like
rattan and hardwood, along
with wood-based finished
products to China. In addi-
tion, Myanmar is striving to
produce higher value-added
wood-based products for dis-
tribution in both domestic and
international markets. Both
countries have expressed the
intention to further expand
bilateral trade and investment.

Since our two countries
share a common border, bor-
der gates play an important
role in trade. Under the bi-
lateral agreement on border
region management and co-
operation, there are a total
of eight border trade gates
along the Myanmar-China
border. At present, due to
security conditions, only the
Muse—Ruili gate remains
open, while the other border
trade gates have been sus-
pended as a result of armed
terror attacks by ethnic armed
groups, which has negatively
affected bilateral trade. As
border trade directly contrib-
utes to the socio-economic
development of the peoples
of both countries, it is neces-
sary to cooperate as much as

—

possible to ensure stability
and peace in the border areas
and to enable the resumption
of trade activities.

At present, instability in
the Myanmar-China border
areas has also affected the
economies of Yunnan Prov-
ince, Sichuan Province, and
Chongqing Municipality. If
the border gates between the
two countries can be reo-
pened, not only will the flow
of goods improve beyond
previous levels, but trade
routes can also be expanded
from Myanmar’s northeastern
region to Yunnan, Sichuan,
Chongqing, Guangxi, and
Nanning City. This trade route
would become a major trade
corridor for both Myanmar
and China, while also serv-
ing as a land bridge linking
China’s southeastern, central,
and southern regions to My-
anmar, and further connecting
to ASEAN countries for eco-
nomic and trade cooperation.
Therefore, it is essential for
both countries to prioritize
cooperation in ensuring stabil-
ity and security in the border
areas. Once trade routes are
restored and expanded, both
sides will be able to further
increase the variety of goods
and value-added products for
export, improve and extend
transportation infrastructure,

and continue efforts to attract
greater investment.
With China’s support, pro-

A8 jects are being implemented in

Myanmar for socio-economic
development in the fields of
education and healthcare,
and for infrastructure devel-
opment in sectors such as
electricity and energy, agri-
culture, industry, and transport
and communications sectors.
Since Chengdu is the main
economic centre in west-
ern China, there are many
opportunities for coopera-
tion with Myanmar in trade,
technology, tourism, energy,
and other sectors. Chengdu

: hosts numerous enterprises,

including electronics and
IT companies such as Intel,
Foxconn, and Dell, as well as
industries engaged in automo-
bile manufacturing, food pro-
cessing, and pharmaceuticals.
Chengdu is making significant
progress in the technology
sector, and it has been desig-
nated as the first pilot zone for
Al innovation and application
in western China. In this re-
gard, Myanmar would like to
pursue cooperation with these
industries.

At present, there are many
sectors in which Myanmar
and Sichuan Province are
cooperating. To strengthen
collaboration in areas such as
economic development, trade,
infrastructure construction,
agriculture, healthcare, and
education between Sichuan
Province and Mandalay Re-
gion, plans are underway
to sign a memorandum of
understanding to establish a
framework for friendly and
cooperative relations. Simi-
larly, a memorandum of un-
derstanding is also planned to
be signed between Chengdu
and Yangon, Myanmar’s com-
mercial hub, to establish a
sister-city relationship based
on goodwill. In addition, ef-
forts are being coordinated to
further enhance economic and
trade cooperation between
Myanmar and Sichuan Prov-
ince, promote tourism, cul-
tural exchanges, and people-
to-people interactions, and to

resume the Yangon—Chengdu
passenger air routes that
were suspended during the
COVID-19 pandemic.

Myanmar is a country with
significant trade opportunities
because it shares borders with
the world's most populous
countries, China and India, as
well as the densely populated
Bangladesh. Furthermore,
Myanmar is geographically
situated at the strategic conflu-
ence of South Asia, Southeast
Asia, and China. In terms of
connectivity, it is located at a
crossroads and can serve as a
country that creates an outlet
to the Indian Ocean for China.
Therefore, we would like to
highlight that the transporta-
tion and infrastructure sectors
hold substantial potential for
China.

We would like to mention
that Myanmar is participating
in the Belt and Road Initiative
(BRI), led by China. This
initiative consists of two main
pillars: the Silk Road Eco-
nomic Belt, which is the over-
land route connecting China
with European countries, and
the 21st Century Maritime
Silk Road, which is the sea
route connecting Southeast
Asia, Africa, and Europe.

The BRI includes six in-
ternational corridors. My-
anmar is involved in two of
them: the Bangladesh-Chi-
na-India-Myanmar (BCIM)
Economic Corridor, which
can utilize both road and sea
routes, and the China-Indochi-
na Peninsula Economic Cor-
ridor. Myanmar is the largest
mainland country in Southeast
Asia and is strategically im-
portant geopolitically. It is
also a part of both the Asian
Highway and the Trans-Asian
Railway networks, making
it a crucial country within
the Belt and Road Economic
Sphere. Under this initiative,
the China-Myanmar Eco-
nomic Corridor (CMEC) has
been established. Efforts are
underway to facilitate trade
and investment and to create
special economic cooperation
zones in border areas.

Question : Respected
President, I am from Sichuan
Daily. I have two ques-
tions. First, how do you feel
about your current visit to
Sichuan, and what benefits
have you gained? Second,

in which areas do you hope
to strengthen cooperation
between Sichuan and My-
anmar?

Answer: The main pur-
pose of my visit to Sichuan is
to come to Chengdu. Includ-
ing this trip, I have visited
Chengdu five times, with
my first visit 18 years ago
in 2007. Over these visits, I
have observed tremendous
development in Chengdu,
which represents Sichuan.
I am truly impressed. We
discussed cooperation with

your Party Secretary, and
both sides have agreed to
collaborate. There are vast
arcas for cooperation be-
tween Sichuan and My-
anmar. Sichuan excels in
industrial technology, educa-
tion, and agriculture. How-
ever, Myanmar has abundant
agricultural products, natural
resources above and below
ground, and marine prod-
ucts that Sichuan lacks. If
we cooperate in these areas,
it would be equivalent to
working directly with China

as a whole. We are planning
to implement air transport
initiatives as quickly as
possible. As trade grows,
air connectivity will also
increase. Compared to the
past, I expect cooperation
between Sichuan and Myan-
mar to grow exponentially.
I invite Sichuan’s media
to visit Myanmar and ex-
plore opportunities. Only
by visiting will you fully
understand the potential for
collaboration.

At
that meeting, Myanmar, as a
dialogue partner country, had
already participated in 2023.
In line with the invitation
from the Chinese President,
I attended this summit and
delivered a speech. During
the event, the President of the
People’s Republic of China
discussed five proposals un-
der the Global Governance
Initiative for reforming and
improving global govern-
ance. These proposals are
consistent with the current
state of the world. He high-
lighted that there are devel-
oped countries, developing
countries, and impoverished
countries around the world.
While circumstances differ
from country to country,
some conditions are similar.
Yet, powerful nations often
exert political, economic,
financial, and military pres-
sure on both equally powerful
countries and weaker nations.
So, President Mr Xi Jinping

I would like
to say that the Shanghai
Cooperation Organization
summit was a complete suc-
cess. Continuing the trip, on
3 September, I attended the
ceremony marking the 80th
Anniversary of the Victory in
the Chinese People’s War of
Resistance Against Japanese
Aggression and the World
Anti-Fascist War. It was an
extremely grand military ex-
hibition. It was a great mili-
tary parade. First, I observed
the highly organized train-
ing of the Chinese military,
which is impressive. Second,
I saw the full discipline of
the Chinese people. Third,
I witnessed the high level
of China’s national defence
capability. Furthermore, it is
evident that China is able to
provide protection globally.
Some of the defence equip-
ment | saw was beyond our
expectations, and we believe
it can safeguard the world
against threats from power-
ful countries. Given that this
anniversary commemorates
80 years since the people
endured oppression by fas-
cists, this parade was highly
meaningful and impactful.
During this trip, I also vis-
ited Heilongjiang Province
in northeast China and Si-
chuan Province, where I am
today, as part of a goodwill
mission to enhance coopera-

tive efforts between our two
countries. This concludes
today’s trip.

During the rest of the trip,
while examining how our two
countries can cooperate in
various sectors, I found that
there are many opportuni-
ties for joint collaboration.
Regarding economic mat-
ters, both sides also have
numerous opportunities for
trade to work together. In
Tianjin, Sichuan, Harbin,
and Chengdu, I met with
major Chinese businesspeo-
ple and spoke openly about
the economic opportunities
in Myanmar. The Union
ministers accompanying me
were able to provide detailed
explanations. The Chinese
businesspeople actively par-
ticipated in discussions and
meetings, showing great
interest, which gives both
sides high expectations for
increased economic coopera-
tion. This was my 12" visit
to China, and I would like
to say that this trip has been
the most successful one so
far. Myanmar is a trustwor-
thy and good neighbouring
friend of China. China has
also always hoped to have
Myanmar as a reliable part-
ner. I want to emphasize
that this trip created strong
and confident opportunities
for cooperation between our
two countries. I also hope
that China will continue to
work closely with Myanmar.

Question: Esteemed
Acting President, I am a
reporter from People Daily
Online Media. My question
is regarding China—Myanmar
relations and diplomatic ties,
which have now reached their
75" anniversary this year.
As the Acting President, I
would like to know in which
sectors the two countries
will continue to collaborate
strategically in the future,
and how you plan to further
promote cooperation and
harmony between China and
Myanmar.

Answer: As I mentioned
earlier, Myanmar and China
are countries with shared
Shwemyo Pauk-Phaw re-
lationship. They also share
a border of approximately
1,300 miles as neighbour-
ing countries. The history
between the two nations in-
cludes interactions spanning
many years, and the bilateral
relationship has been built on
complete trust. Therefore, we
will continue to collaborate
across all sectors. Moreover,
China has an advantage in
renewable energy (Green
Policy). Since this policy
aligns with our own approach
of sustainable development
and environmental care, we
plan to leverage China’s
experience to cooperate in a
way that allows Myanmar to
also benefit from the results
today.

Question: I am from
Xinhua News Agency. | have
two questions. First, Myan-
mar is a partner country of
the Shanghai Cooperation
Organization (SCO). Your

Excellency’s perspective on
the initiative proposed by
President Xi Jinping, and
what kind of impact does this
initiative have on the current
global landscape? That’s the
first question. The second
question is about the 75" an-
niversary of China-Myanmar
diplomatic relations this year.
During the meeting in Tian-
jin, President Xi Jinping
noted that China-Myanmar
relations are akin to familial
ties, rooted in a long history
of people-to-people connec-
tions. Both sides are deep-
ening strategic cooperation
based on the 75" anniver-
sary of diplomatic relations,
promoting the building of a
shared China-Myanmar com-
munity with a shared future,
which brings prosperity and
well-being to the people of
both nations. What are Your
Excellency’s comments on
the development of China-
Myanmar bilateral relations?

Answer: Regarding the
SCO Plus meeting, President
Xi Jinping presented five
points under the Global Gov-
ernance Initiative. As [ men-
tioned earlier, we see major
powers in the world engaging
in various forms of domina-
tion—political, economic,
religious, and military. For
instance, the United States
imposes tariffs and pres-
sures your country, China.
We, too, face similar pres-
sures, not only in financial
matters but also politically
and economically. These are
challenges we encounter. At
this time, the five points of
the initiative highlight the
weaknesses in the global
system and emphasize the
need for reform. That’s why
I believe we should work
together—countries must
collaborate. President Xi
Jinping has stated that China
is ready to face any pressure
or threat, and we understand
this commitment. We trust
that China has the capability
to manage and address these
issues.

Under the CMEC framework,
six Early Harvest Projects are
being implemented.

We would like to speak
about the projects being im-
plemented between the two
countries under the China-
Myanmar Economic Corridor.
China is working on many
important projects in Myan-
mar, such as the Kyaukphyu
Deep Seaport Project, the
China-Myanmar Railway Pro-
ject, and the China-Myanmar
Cross-Border Power Grid Pro-
ject. Among these, the China-
Myanmar Railway Project
is a significant initiative that
can yield excellent benefits
for border trade between our
two countries.

If these railway projects
are successfully implemented
and enable trade, we see good
potential for trade to extend
even to the Russian Federa-
tion. Although geographically
distant from us, Myanmar
maintains good relations with
Russia. Myanmar is centrally
located between Russia, Chi-
na, and India—countries that
span both Asia and Europe—
making it a strategic hub for
trade and economic activities.
We have already opened My-
anmar Consulates-General in
Novosibirsk, a central hub in
Russia, and in St. Petersburg,
a European seaport city, hop-
ing to increase the flow of
goods between our two coun-
tries. We also have Consu-
lates-General in Chongqing,
Kunming, Nanning, and Hong
Kong in China, which will
help smoothly promote bilat-
eral trade. Since China is lo-
cated between Myanmar and
Russia, if Myanmar, China,
and Russia can collaborate to
expand trade, it could create
excellent opportunities that

greatly facilitate regional
goods flow.

Myanmar was one of
the first countries to ratify
the Regional Comprehen-
sive Economic Partnership
(RCEP) agreement. China
has confirmed that Myanmar's
participation in the RCEP
agreement came into effect on
May 1, 2022. Besides RCEP,
due to the China-Myanmar
Bilateral Investment Treaty,
the ASEAN-China Free Trade
Area (ACFTA) agreement,
and the protections and fa-
cilitations under Myanmar's
investment law, we believe
that cooperation between
our two countries, as well as
regional collaboration, will be
solidly strengthened.

Within the eight priority
areas of the Global Develop-
ment Initiative (GDI), led by
China, there are many sectors
suitable for Myanmar. There-
fore, our country, Myanmar,
is one where businesspeople
have many opportunities to
make investments. To fa-
cilitate the operations of our
Chinese partner business-
people in Myanmar, we are
implementing a direct Kyat-
Yuan payment system for
trade, border money transfers,
and investments. We wish
to further increase trade and
investment through the border
trade gates between our two
countries. Therefore, we have
significantly provided benefits
and tax exemptions for our
partner businesspeople, and
we will strive to ensure that
those who come to invest
and trade in Myanmar do not
suffer losses. Furthermore, to
develop investments between
Myanmar and China, it is
necessary to form a Myan-
mar-China Businesspeople
Cooperation Association and

implement measures for rapid
business development. We are
considering measures to fa-
cilitate investment by Chinese
businesspeople in Myanmar
using the Yuan currency and
for direct investment, and we
expect to provide an answer
soon.

A free and fair election
will be held in Myanmar in
December and political sta-
bility will be stronger. When
stability has been restored,
business opportunities will
improve. natural and human
resources and Chinese invest-
ments will combine to create
significant outcomes for the
two countries.

It is my pleasure to get the
opportunity to discuss poten-
tials for bilateral cooperation
that will be greatly beneficial
to both countries with busi-
ness people, scholars and
experts from Myanmar and
China. Everyone is invited to
invest in economic coopera-
tion in Myanmar confidently.
It is believed that relations
between the two countries
will strengthen and improve
cooperation in the future.

Then, Chinese companies
that were interested to invest in
Myanmar and companies from
Yunnan Province, Sichuan
Province, Chongqing Mu-
nicipality and Hunan Province
that have already invested
in Myanmar discussed relief
operations and surveys of
organizations from China after
the Mandalay Earthquake,
willingness to invest in post-
earthquake rehabilitation and
solar power generation pro-
jects, inquiries about export
and import policies adopted
by Myanmar, willingness to
cooperate in construction in-
dustries and digital technolo-
gies, the need to accept Yuan

direct payment systems for
improvement of investments,
inquiries about capabilities
for protection of investments,
the need to solve the delays
in application processes for
imports, willingness to export
agricultural machinery and
equipment for agricultural
works in Myanmar, the need to
continue to implement China-
Myanmar Economic Corridor
and willingness to participate
in economic development in
Myanmar.

In connection with discus-
sions and inquiries, union min-
ister, who joined the working
visit, explained their relevant
sectors including measures
taken for permissions to invest
and to carry out tender works
in accordance with rules and
regulations, development of
solar power generation, will-
ingness to accept investments
in Myanmar, permissions for
land use for investments in
accordance with standards and
the Myanmar Fallow, Vacant
and Virgin Lands Law, will-
ingness to invite investors to
Myanmar to hold negotiations,
adoption of policies for hiring
technicians, exports of Paw
Hsan Hmwe rice produced in
Myanmar to China, applica-
tion of licenses for imports of
machinery for development
of garment industry in accord-
ance with rules and regula-
tions, willingness to accept
investments for agricultural
machinery in Myanmar and
to boost agricultural produc-
tion and bilateral cooperation
for CMEC.

Regarding the discussion,
the Senior General said My-
anmar has been cooperating
with the Chinese government
for rehabilitation of areas hit
by the earthquake. In doing
so, construction tasks are be-

ing carried out with Chinese
companies. Permissions to
carry out tasks will be issued
if they comply with rules
and regulations. Construc-
tion tasks for government
buildings will be carried out
under the State arrangement
and Chinese companies are
allowed to reconstruct pri-
vate buildings in cooperation
with the UMFCCI. If Chinese
companies want to carry out
tasks by depositing advance
cash, permissions will be
granted. Measures are being
taken to allow investments
through the Yuan direct pay-
ment system and negotiations
will be held with responsible
officials to allow the Kyat
direct payment system as soon
as possible after arriving back
in Myanmar. As the Myanmar
currency is being sanctioned,
the Yuan-Kyat direct pay-
ment system will facilitate
operations.

Then, the Senior General
delivered a concluding speech,
stating that the purpose of
his visit was to enhance co-
operation between the two
countries. He said they would
discuss economic coopera-
tion with the states bordering
Myanmar and work to further
improve trade. He emphasized
the need for Myanmar to im-
port goods from China and for
China to import goods from
Myanmar to promote trade.
To this end, he noted that ef-
forts are underway to facilitate
direct payments between the
Chinese yuan and the Myan-
mar kyat. He also suggested
that by purchasing goods
from Myanmar, China would
enable Myanmar to purchase
goods from China in return.

The Senior General stated
that the country possesses
abundant natural resources,

including land, underground,
and water resources. He em-
phasized that mutual trade
through border commerce
would benefit both nations.
He called for cooperation to
ensure peace and stability in
border regions and announced
that Myanmar is arranging to
allow investments in yuan.
Additionally, he stated that the
country would not permit the
export of raw materials and
would only allow the export
of semi-finished or finished
goods.

Therefore, he encouraged
investors from China to come
and invest in Myanmar.

He further stated that My-
anmar will permit the importa-
tion of necessary machinery
for manufacturing companies
that have invested in the coun-
try. The government will also
allow existing investors to
upgrade their facilities. He
concluded by inviting compa-
nies to engage in discussions
on these matters.

He called for investments
in renewable energy pro-
jects, specifically solar and
hydropower, to protect the
environment. He assured po-
tential investors that security
protection would be provided.
He also expressed confidence
that stability and peace would
improve after the country's
upcoming elections. He de-
scribed Myanmar and China
as having a "pauk-phaw"
relationship, highlighting that
they are strategic partners and
trusted, genuine friends. He
concluded by inviting Chi-
nese investors toboldly seize
investment opportunities in
Myanmar.

Then, the Senior Gen-
eral cordially greeted Chinese
businesspeople and economic
experts.

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Tatmadaw recaptures Kawkareik-Thin Gan Nyi Naung-Myawaddy
Asia Highway temporarily controlled by KNU terrorist insurgents

KNU/KNLA terrorist
insurgents provided shelter
to violent protestors, who
escaped to border areas in
Kayin State, Mon State and
Tanintharyi Region as a con-
sequence of violent protests
of NLD extremists in some
towns in Myanmar caused
by political situation in 2021,
under false pretences of hu-
manitarian considerations,
to receive financial assis-
tance from powerful foreign
countries and to deliberately
conducted terrorist trainings
for them to cause military
conflicts that would lead
to the total collapse of the
country. Then, it mobilized
them as a combat force to
control Hpa-an-Kawkareik-
Myawaddy Asia Highway, to
halt border trade commodity
flow and government mecha-
nism and to establish inde-
pendent Kawthoolei State
and government by capturing
Myawaddy, Kawkareik and
Hpa-an, a military daydream
of them.

In doing so, KNU/KNLA
terrorist insurgents strength-
ened their forces by conduct-
ing terrorist training courses
for politically instigated stu-
dents/youths and government

employees who joined the
DCS, by giving them false
political and military mo-
tives to radicalize them and
arming them and mobilizing
them by giving hopes to force
the Tatmadaw to abandon its
political role forever and to
establish a federal union.
Afterward, the so-called
KNU/KNLA and PDF ter-
rorist insurgents launched
surprised attacks at major
outposts the Tatmadaw re-
sponsible for operations and
control of areas near the
Thanlwin River starting from
March, 2021 by using so-
called PDG they trained as
cannon fodder suicide forces
and try to seize local bat-
talions, units and battlefield
headquarters in Thin Gan
Nyi Naung and Myawaddy
areas by outnumbering them
for 28 days between 7 March
and 5 April, 2024. Myawad-
dy did not suffer losses as
Tatmadaw personnel and
border guard forces relent-
lessly warded them off, Thin
Gan Nyi Naung station was
temporarily abandoned tem-
porarily due to heavy casual-
ties of some officers, other
ranks and family members
and disproportionate use of
forces of terrorist insurgents.

Similarly, KNU/KNLA
insurgents and their allies
tried to enter by launching
attacks from two columns
with the use of dispropor-
tionate force starting from
early April, 2024 with the
aim of permanently taking
control of the town and lo-
cal battalion headquarters,
in addition to heavy weapon
attacks from afar. As aresult,
local battalion headquarters
in Kawkareik unyieldingly
warded off them to prevent
the fall of the town into the
hands of the enemies by
turning from the defensive
position to counter offensive.
As a result, the terrorist in-
surgents had to retreat from
the town in disorder after
suffering heavy losses and
failed to capture the town for
the first time.

In order to expand the
victorious areas and to retake
the control of areas temporar-
ily controlled by terrorist in-
surgents, Tatmadaw columns
launched area clearance op-
erations by using separate
columns under the Aung
Zeya Operations starting
from 7 April, 2024 but had
to temporarily halted their
operations due to weather
conditions and terrain limits

in November, 2024 and re-
mobilize the forces.

Taking advantage of the
remobilizing Tatmadaw forc-
es, KNU terrorist insurgents
and their allies launched
attacks from five routes to
permanently take control
of Hpa-an- Kawkareik-
Myawaddy Asia Highway
essential for border trade,
Kyondoe and Kawkareik
starting from 13 April, 2025
for the second time by out-
numbering the Tatmadaw
forces. They blocked and cut
off Asia Highway between
Kyondoe and Kawkareik and
launched heavy attacks on
the two towns and Tatmadaw
columns had to defend the
town in accordance with
the fine traditions of the
Tamadaw out of spirit to
ignore any hardship. As the
Tatmadaw was able to shatter
their military objectives one
after another, it retook the
Kyondoe-Kawkareik road
and reopened it on 24 July.

After systematically
breaking the military objec-
tives of terrorist insurgents,
Tatmadaw increased its mili-
tary momentum to regain
control of the Kawkareik-
Myawaddy Asian Highway
and recapture Thingannyin-

aung, which was temporarily
controlled by the insurgents.
Starting on August 28, 2025,
a Counter-Terrorism Op-
eration was launched with
four columns from Kawka-
reik and one column from
Myawaddy, all converging
on Thingannyinaung. Ten
days later, at 1 PM today,
Tatmadaw columns success-
fully recaptured the entire
Thingannyinaung military
base, regaining control of the
entire Kawkareik-Thingan-
nyinaung-Myawaddy Asian
Highway, the main trade
route between Thailand and
Myanmar.

By regaining control of
the Kawkareik-Thinganny-
inaung-Myawaddy Asian
Highway,Tatmadaw has
completely crushed and de-
stroyed the fanciful dream of
the KNU terrorist insurgents.
This dream involved captur-
ing the cities of Myawaddy,
Kawkareik, and Hpa-an
to establish an independ-
ent Kawthoolei State and
Government.

In the efforts to regain
control of the Kawkareik-
Thingannyinaung-Myawad-
dy Asian Highway and the
town of Thingannyinaung,
over the course of the more
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than one-year-long opera-
tion, Tatmadaw engaged in
382 major and minor clashes
with terrorist insurgents. As a
result, 63 bodies, 57 various
weapons, and related items
were seized. During the op-
eration, some Tatmadaw of-
ficers and soldiers sacrificed
their lives for the nation, and
others were injured.

It was observed that
while temporarily control-
ling the Kawkareik-Thingan-
nyinaung-Myawaddy Asian
Highway, the terrorist insur-
gents carried out various acts
of sabotage, including burn-
ing vehicles, blocking roads
with tree branches, and using
mines to destroy other roads
and bridges. Tatmadaw will
continue to conduct regional
security operations to reopen
the Union Highway, restore
cross-border trade as quickly
as possible, and ensure the
safe and normal travel of lo-
ca
